              General Information

A) About the Club

The Royal High School of Edinburgh's London Club President Janette Scantlebury and the committee invite former pupils of the school as well as present and former teachers to join the club.

The Royal High School Club in London was formed in 1888. After meeting for several years it fell into abeyance and was revived only to fall again during the First World War. The club started to function once more in 1920 since when it has kept going.

Your help in keeping the Club “alive and kicking” would be appreciated. At present, the London Club has ~50 active participating members and ~133 on its mailing list who left the School between 1921 and 1999 (mixed ages and many new/young joiners): 29 from 1990's; 8 from 1980's; 16 from 1970's; 33 from 1960's; 18 from 1950’s; 16 from 1940's; 5 from 1930's; 3 from 1920's and 5 ?.  
 

The Club makes charitable donations to the School and Scottish Charities and also funds four School Prizes, which are awarded annually at the Prize-Giving Ceremony. Annual subscriptions (currently £15) go towards the above and also contribute towards the invitation of guests to our Annual Dinner. The Club provides a point of contact for RHS FP's living in London and beyond, across diverse ages and backgrounds, and facilitates further contacts with other Scots. The strong history and traditions of the school, alongside the friendships and the values, help to create the common bond shared by RHS FP's in London.

B) What we do

The London Club meets formally twice a year, in November, for the Annual Buffet and, in March, for the Annual Dinner. The Club also meets informally for quarterly pub nights (held on the first Wednesday of Jan./Apr/Jul/Dec.), sporting events and are active on London Scottish School scene where events are organised in conjunction with other Edinburgh schools (ceilidhs, golf, dinners, joint pub evenings etc). Our events are well attended by a wide cross section of former pupils. Members are also kept informed of Scottish events which may also be of interest. 

The quarterly pub evenings are proving very popular. These are open to non-members and are often held jointly with former pupils of other Edinburgh schools. 

The Club's abridged e-mail newsletter is available free to members and non-members. It is easy to unsubscribe should you decide you no longer wish to receive it. Contact the Club Secretary to get yourself on the list.
